Women's Football

The unbeaten run of the women’s sides came to an end in Round 8 against Claremont. In both games the Tigers dominated after quarter time, which led to the first loss of the season for both Swans teams. Round 9 was a Friday night clash against Subiaco at Sullivan Logistic Stadium. After an even first quarter in the Rogers Cup, Subiaco dominated the next three to inflict the young Swans their second loss in a row. They now sit third on the ladder, percentage behind Subiaco.
The League girls had a gutsy hard-fought 4-point win. In what was a close game all day, Swans went into the last break 1 point down, 3.4 to 2.9, inaccurate kicking not helping the scoreline. In a tight last term, both sides had two scoring shots apiece, with Swans making the better of their opportunities kicking 2.0 to 1.1 to get back on the winners list. They now sit top of the ladder.

Men's Football

After four straight losses, the Colts finally got on the board in Round 6 with a big win over second placed East Fremantle at Steel Blue Oval. After an even first term Swans opened the game up in the second kicking 6.2 to 2.3 to take a 21-point lead into the long break. Inaccurate kicking in the third term, 2.7 to 2.2, didn’t reflect the dominance of the young Swans in the term with the three-quarter time lead only increasing by 5 points. The final term was a replica of the second with Swans dominating, and getting their kicking boots back on, outscoring the opposition 5.2 to 3.1 and get a 39-point win. They continued their good form into Round 7 with a thumping 75-point win over Subiaco and followed that up with a 51-point win over Perth in Round 8 making it three wins on the trot and catapulting them into fourth spot on the ladder.
The Reserves unbeaten run continued, although they were tested against Claremont in Round 5, 22-point win and Subiaco in Round 7, 7 goals to one last term to post a 46-point win. Round 6 was the standout with a thumping 117-point win over East Fremantle. They sit top of the ladder.
The League’s toppsie turvey season continues. A loss to Claremont away in Round 5 was followed up by a stirring 42-point win over East Fremantle at home in Round 6 and then a disappointing loss to Subiaco at home in Round 7. Round 8 was a season defining game against Perth at home, lose and stay entrenched at second bottom, win and keep in touch with the five. Perth dominated the first half on the ground but not on the scoreboard kicking 5.2 to 0.2 in the first term and 2.5 to 1.2 in the second to take a 39-point lead into the long break. The move of Jackson McLachlan onto Brandan Parfitt was a master stroke, cutting his influence on the game while Swans intensity lifted, dominating the term and outscoring Perth 2.4 to 1.1, going into the last break 5 goals down. In what must be the greatest comeback in Swans modern history, the team lifted and kicked 7 goals to zip in the last quarter to clinch an unlikely 11-point win, extraordinary. They move into seventh position and keep their top five aspirations alive.

All Abilities Football

After two straight wins Swans have suffered two straight losses, University away in Round 3 and High Wycombe at Steel Blue Oval in Round 5. Round 4 was a bye. They currently sit fourth on the ladder.
